   PALATKA - Gov. Reubin Askew, in Putnam County Thursday, took time out from his hectic campaign schedule to present a pot of flowers to a Florahome centenarian and to show a Palatka paperboy his old "fast-pitch" newspaper toss.

   Askew and his running-mate, Sen. Jim Williams, Ocala, were on a north Florida campaign swing through Green Cove Springs, Palatka and St. Augustine.

   But it was in the small Putnam County community of Florahome, 15 miles west of here, where the governor took part in an occasion he said was "very special and meaningful" to him.

   There in the little roadside village on State Road 100, a smiling and gracious Askew presented a pot of daisies to Mrs. Alice McGrath, whose l04th birthday is today.
