 “At the age of eighteen, she [Nancy] and her sister [Rosa] left England to come to Zion. They left Liverpool on the 28th of February, 1853, on the sailing ship International.[,] with 425 saints on board, under the direction of Christopher Arthur. The ship being under the command of Captain Brown. They had a long and tedious journey. yet pleasant in many respects. A number of babies were born on board; one white,. The ship was anchored in Mersey at Liverpool. before setting sail. They had only one death, a man who had been sick for some time and was buried in the Ocean.


“At the early part of their journey they had two weeks of hard winds which drove them back. Then they were becalmed for two weeks, the ship going neither forward nor backward. After this they encountered a terrible storm. The wind blew their sails to shreds and brought down the main mast on deck with a crash that they thought sure they would be sent to the bottom of the sea, but it didn't, so they went on their way rejoicing. They held their meetings, concerts and dances when the ship didn't roll too much. The saints had many fine speakers in their company and owing to them being ten weeks on the water, they had plenty of time to hold meetings and have gospel conversations, which they did with wonderful results. They also organized a choir for their meetings with Nancy Orrel at the leading singer. 
  “Captain Brown and forty of the sailors joined the Church, many of the Sailors came to Utah, but Captain Brown said he felt he could never leave his ship. In order to make a baptismal font,  they turned down on its side a large Hogshed barrel that had been used for conveying fresh water, cut one side off and baptized them right on deck. This was indeed a day of rejoicing for them.”

He was soon joined by the following carpenters and blacksmiths: O. M. Monroe of Clifton, Archibald O. Lamoreaux of Logan, Livingston Bodily, of Leviston, and Joseph Schvaneveldt of Weston.”

“Paul Cardon of Logan was the first foreman, followed soon by David B. Lamoreaux, and Carl Hanson of St. Charles was the first sawyer. The men in these two positions remained constant throughout the year, while the workmen, consisting mainly of men from the Bear Lake area, labored on a monthly basis. New men were sent each month to replace those returning home. Since Bear Lake stake was nearest to the mill, it was decided to allow them "to run and stock the mill and furnish the sawyer for their portion of the labor upon the temple." Some hands were secured elsewhere, but this was the exception rather than the rule. Some few men made individual contracts to furnish red pine logs at the mill ready for sawing at $7 per thousand feet.

“The number of men working at the mill varied according to the season of the year, being less in the summer and fall when farm work was the busiest. They averaged between 20 and 30 men, including a foreman, two sawyers, a cook or two, a clerk, and the rest were mill hands, choppers, teamsters, etc.”

“David B. Lamoreaux, the first superintendent of the sawmill at Temple Fork was Cache Valley's only Doctor for many years. He was a very skillful doctor for those days in the field of bone surgery, and his services were much in demand. He had had no formal training, but was self taught from setting the broken bones of his farm pets and animals.

“One winter the snow in Bear Lake had fallen so heavily that it caved in the roof of a house where George Warren Sirrine and his wife Esther Crismon lived. Sis. Sirrine's hip was thrown out of place, she had broken ribs and other troubles, and there was no doctor in Bear Lake to help her. The snow was so deep that it was impossible to cross the mountains to Logan for six weeks. When Dr. Lamoreaux was told how long it had been since the accident. he said there was no known way to hold the hip in place after it was set. Apostle Ezra T. Benson heard the story, laid his hand on the doctor's shoulder and said: "Go try it, David, and the Lord will bless you."

“The sleigh struck a rock, while going over the mountain throwing the doctor against the side. At that very instant a vision was given to him showing him what was needed to hold the hip in place so the ligaments would heal. On his arrival at the Sirrine home, he went immediately to the blacksmith shop and made a brace according to the pattern given him. He was successful in putting the bones into place, and with the aid of the brace Sister Sirrine fully recovered, walked without a limp, and lived a long and useful life.”

The Spirit prompted him to pronounce life and was so insistent that they blessed him to live. He recovered and lived 24 years after this incident, com​pleting his assignment as superintendent of the sawmill.
